	Each piece of evidence is discussed or analyzed (ANSWER WHY)  in detail (spend at least two or three sentences discussing each piece of evidence, do not just LIST the evidence, deal with each one)

	Includes an historical context to understand the subject of the essay that is interwoven into the essay

	Essay has a conclusion that restates the thesis in a slightly different way.
