Mr. DeMille, I’m Ready for my Close-up…

55 points
What makes a great movie? Actors, story, scenes, etc.? NO – the soundtrack! A good soundtrack to a movie can enhance the story and in some cases be better than the actual movie.

Assignment:
You are to create a storyboard, soundtrack cover, and movie poster for a movie about a person that we learned about during the 1st semester.

You also must include a storyboard, movie poster, and soundtrack cover for your film. 

You will have one day in the computer lab to research your person. Due to restrictions on computer and internet use, you may not download songs in the computer lab. 

Choose your partners (two or three per group) and make sure that one of you has access to a computer where you can download songs or where you can burn copies of songs you might already have. 
Directions:

Students will create a storyboard and movie soundtrack for a biopic about a significant person from European History. Your soundtrack should include the following:

1. A storyboard that outlines the major scenes from your biopic movie.

2. A movie poster advertising your biopic.

3. A cover for your soundtrack.

4. A CD soundtrack that will include at least five songs (details in the rubric)

5. A bibliography of your sources.

	8-10 points

Storyboard clearly defines major events in the life of your historical figure and presents an accurate timeline of events, people, and places that were important to your person. 
	5-7 points

Storyboard somewhat defines major events in the life of your historical figure and presents an accurate timeline of events, people, and places that were important to your person. 
	0-4 points

Storyboard is weak and does not clearly defines major events in the life of your historical figure and presents an accurate timeline of events, people, and places that were important to your person. If the storyboard is missing, the score is a 0.

	Movie Poster
	8-10 points

Movie Poster is colorful and entertaining. It clearly communicates the subject of your movie in an interesting fashion. It includes both pictorial images of your person and text that would encourage people to see your movie. 
	5-7 points

Movie Poster is colorful and entertaining, but does not clearly communicate the subject of your movie in an interesting fashion. It might include both pictorial images of your person and text but it lacks careful design for the purpose.
	0-4 points

Movie Poster lacks color and is not particularly entertaining or it does not clearly communicate the subject of your movie in an interesting fashion. It might include either pictorial images of your person and text but it lacks careful design for the purpose. If the movie poster is missing, the score is a 0.

	Soundtrack Cover
	8-10 points

Soundtrack cover relates back to the movie poster but emphasizes parts of the music that would be appealing to music buyers. The cover highlights the best songs on the soundtrack. A list of all songs is included somewhere. 
	5-7 points

Soundtrack cover relates back to the movie poster but does not emphasize parts of the music that would be appealing to music buyers. The cover might not highlight the best songs on the soundtrack. A list of songs may be incomplete or missing. 
	0-4 points

Soundtrack cover either does not relate back to the movie poster or does not emphasize parts of the music that would be appealing to music buyers. The cover might not highlight the best songs on the soundtrack. If the soundtrack cover is missing, the score is a 0.


	CD Soundtrack
	8-10 points

Soundtrack has all five required songs and includes:

1.  Two songs from the period in which your person lived.

2. Three other songs from any time period that has appropriate language and relates in some way to the person, events, or places that are depicted in your biopic. 
	5-7 points

Soundtrack has all four required songs and includes:

1.  One or two songs from the period in which your person lived.

2. Two or three other songs from any time period that has appropriate language and relates in some way to the person, events, or places that are depicted in your biopic.
	0-4 points

Soundtrack has some of the required songs, but might not have songs from the period in which your person lived or the songs are not appropriate. The songs have little or no relationship to the events, places, or people depicted in your biopic. A missing CD Soundtrack will receive a score of 0.



	Presentation
	8-10 points

All members of your group equally present the information on your storyboard, movie poster, and CD soundtrack. Presentation includes clear justification for the selection of songs. 
	4-7 points

Not all members of your group equally present the information on your storyboard, movie poster, and CD soundtrack. Presentation lacks clear justification for the selection of songs.
	0-3 points

Not all members of your group equally present the information or the information provided lacks details and justification.
