15. A system of government that includes the rules a country will govern by.
16. Powers that both the federal and state governments have, such as collecting taxes and establishing courts.
17. The principle that the Judicial Branch of government gets to decide if a law is constitutional or not. 
18. A system of government where power is primarily in the hands of the states.
19. A system of government where there are both federal and state powers.
20. This court case established the concept of Judicial Review.
21. This court case said that Congress could make all laws, “necessary and proper” as per the Elastic Clause of the Constitution. 
22. The concept includes national security and public services.
